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ATLAS AGREEMENT No. 144/03

Recognition and Use of the UK TDAQ Deferral Funding 
BETWEEN
The ATLAS Collaboration
Represented by the Resources Coordinator,










on the one hand,

AND
Particle Physics and Astronomy Research Council, in United Kingdom, hereinafter referred to as PPARC
Represented by its Head of Particle Physics Division,










on the other hand.

CONSIDERING THAT:
· the ATLAS LHC experiment, as approved by CERN Director-General on 31 January 1996, contains a system named "Trigger and Data Acquisition" (TDAQ);

· PPARC has signed the “Memorandum of Understanding for Collaboration in the Construction of the ATLAS Detector” (MoU, ATLAS RRB-D 98-44 rev.) and is participating in TDAQ (Annex 9.5.A);

· In line with the ATLAS Completion Plan (CERN-RRB-2002-114 rev), as approved by the RRB in October 2002 and the Addendum to the Construction MoU (CERN-RRB-2004-017) as approved by the RRB in in April 2004, High Level Trigger (HLT) and DAQ components include a deferred part of 12 MCHF to liberate resources to complete the initial detector, given the recognized additional cost of 68 MCHF to complete the initial ATLAS detector;
· Details of the initial TDAQ system, as well as of the fully restored system by the year 2009, are provided in the Technical Design Report (CERN/LHCC/2003-022, Chapter 16) which have been approved by the LHCC (CERN/LHCC 2003-069/G-067)

IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:
ARTICLE 1
Scope of the Agreement

1.1 The purpose of this Agreement is to:

a) record the UK financial contribution made to complete the initial, staged detector using the deferred TDAQ funding;

b) agree on the use and reporting of the above funding;

c) describe the mechanism by which the deferred funds will eventually return to the TDAQ project.

Article 2
OBLIGATIONS OF THE PARTIES
2.1
PPARC agrees to make available to ATLAS its share of the deferred TDAQ funding within the time scale described in Article 3. PPARC allows the ATLAS management to decide on the specific use of deferral funding, within the approved Completion Plan.

2.2
PPARC is relieved from its original TDAQ obligations as laid out in the construction MoU for the deferred (materials) part of the TDAQ. PPARC will make every effort to maintain the related non-CORE funding and manpower and domestic infrastructure available to the TDAQ project in line with the work plan defined in the TDR (CERN/LHCC/2003-022) in order to ensure efficient completion of the project as soon as the appropriate funding becomes available in the Collaboration.
2.3    
ATLAS agrees to the following:

a) a dedicated account is established to collect and monitor the use of the deferral funds (T574225);

b) upon request, ATLAS will provide the Funding Agency with a status report on the use of the above funding;

c) the deferral contributions made will be recognized and reported in the RRB;

d) the use of the deferred funds will be reported in the RRB.

ARTICLE 3
FINANCIAL CONTRIBUTION
3.1
The total CORE value of the HLT and DAQ (excluding Common Projects items), as defined in the construction MoU as amended by the addendum for HLT and DAQ in February 2004, amounts to 25.3 MCHF. The deferred part of it amounts to 12.4 MCHF.

3.2
The PPARC share of the deferred 12.4 MCHF amounts to 1110 kCHF, in accordance with the overall deferral funding plan.

3.3
PPARC makes this contribution available, against sent invoices, as follows:


2004:  890 kCHF


2005:  220 kCHF
3.4
ATLAS will approve and send to CCLRC PPD invoices received from CCLRC EID as part of the End Cap engineering contract K414/EP, placed on the ATLAS Common Fund. The agreed Sterling-Swiss Franc exchange rate is provided by Oanda (www.oanda.com), using the date appearing in the invoice sent by RAL to CERN.

3.4
CCLRC PPD will pay the approved invoices from ATLAS funds within the PPARC SLA and duly inform PPARC of payments made under this Agreement.

ARTICLE 4
RETURN OF DEFERRED FUNDS TO TDAQ
4.1
The contribution made by PPARC will be returned by the ATLAS collaboration to the benefit of the TDAQ project as the funding for the initial detector becomes available, i.e. the required 68 MCHF.

4.2
The precise use of the returned deferral money will be decided by the TDAQ Resource Committee (TDRC), in line with the work plan defined in the TDR, and in agreement with the TDIB and ATLAS management.
ARTICLE 5
DURATION OF THE AGREEMENT
5.1
This Agreement is valid until 31.12.2009. It can, however, be extended in duration by mutual consent of both parties through the appropriate Memorandum.

ARTICLE 6
